Turkisala tyollistaa
Suomessa yli 3000 henkil6a. Suurin osa tuottajista toimii neljassa Pohjanmaan maakunnassa, mutta
FIFURIn jasentiloja on kaikissa Suomen [ddneissa.

Foreign customer sales at
fur auctions have brought about EUR 80 million in income to the metropolitan area (PTT 2016).
